Members, including my-
self, must be supportive, give up a lackadaisical attitude and get involved.

Two most important means of support are attending chapter meetings and attending
conventions. Those who are not physically able to attend can make small donations to help
defray the cost of newsletters and expenses of those who do attend conventions.
