By now, all members have had a chance to thoroughly review the material provided by NARFE National and to discuss the pros and cons of this important issue during our September 26 business meeting.  At our October 24 meeting, each member present will be provided a Chapter Referendum ballot on which the member will mark either a Yes or No indicating a vote for or against the proposed change to the National Dues structure – remember, if you haven’t sent me the Special Voter’s Coupon “Absentee” ballot, you must be present at the October 24 meeting to have your vote counted.  THERE IS STILL TIME TO VOTE BY ABSENTEE BALLOT BY USING THE “SPECIAL VOTER’S COUPON” ON PAGE 4 OF THIS NEWSLETTER. MAIL IT TO ME BY FRIDAY, OCTOBER 23!  The completed ballots (including the “Absentee” ballots) will be collected by our ad hoc Ballot and Teller Committee.  The Committee Chair will oversee the vote count at a private location.  Once the tally is completed, the results will be given to me by the Committee Chair at which time I will publicly announce the results of the vote.  To remind, our Chapter has three votes within the National structure, which cannot be split.  We will either report three Yes votes or three No votes depending on the outcome. The results of our Chapter vote will be forwarded to NARFE National by Chapter Secretary, Luci Swanson.   It is expected that the overall results of the NARFE Referendum on Dues will be announced by National in January 2010.   If you have last minute questions about the Referendum vote, please contact me before Saturday’s meeting.

Other News:  Also at our October 24 business meeting, a voice vote will be conducted to elect Chapter officers for 2010 as recommended by the Chapter Executive Board.  In addition, we will enjoy a great meal and terrific program presented by our own Don Bunn. As you can see, this is one of the most important meetings this year.  I hope to see all of you there. Thanks.
