After 13 2 months in my position as Region X Vice President, it is my intention (at this time) not to seek
re-election as your RVP. | have thoroughly enjoyed the past 13 1/2months (as your RVP); however, | do
not feel that | have accomplished the goals and objectives that | have personally set for myself. There-
fore, | believe that it is time for me to vacate the RVP position and to consider other alternatives. One of
the alternatives that | am considering is running for one of the four national officer positions.

As we approach the end of 2007, it is time to think about the upcoming National Convention in Louisville
that will be held on September 7-11, 2008. In the January issue of the NARFE magazine, there will be a
section titled “Convention Deadlines” (on page 26). This section reminds us that “The national offices of
president, vice president, secretary and treasurer and the 10 regional vice presidents will be elected dur-
ing the convention”. This section goes on to explain how a member should submit his/her candidate
statement for the NARFE magazine.

As you know, Bill Austin has resigned from the national vice president’s position and the NEB has de-
cided not to fill that position for the rest of his term (which ends on Oct. 31%). | believe that there will be
resolutions submitted at the 2008 national convention to eliminate the VP position. If passed (at the
convention), the effective date will probably be October 31%, 2010. During the ensuing two years, the
member who will be elected to the VP position (at the 2008 convention) will be in a great position to
learn the duties and responsibilities of the president’s job (as well as all the other positions).

Please consider running for one of the 5 positions that will be ‘up for grabs’ (you are eligible to run for any of the
four national officer positions or for the Region X RVP position). Our organization is only as strong as our mem-
bership and the officers who lead us. If you are interested in being a NARFE national officer, please announce
your candidacy as soon as possible.

I want to thank you for electing me in 2006 to the RVP position and I will do the best job I can to represent you
during my remaining 10 ¥2 months as your Region X RVP.

Weekly legislative message is posted for NARFE members

A weekly legislative message is available to telephone callers (703) 838-7780 and toll free at 1-
877-217-8234), posted for members on NARFE’s Internet site, www.narfe.org, and broadcast to
GEMS e-mail addresses (now over 50,000). This policy allows each registered e-mail addressee
to choose to read each message, delete each or pick and choose. Each delivery device is a ser-
vice of NARFE, the National Active and Retired Federal Employees Association.
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The NARFE Legislative Hotline, number 609, released Friday, December 14, leads with Novem-
ber inflation news. The passage of a third Continuing Resolution extending government spend-
ing authority is reported. The next scheduled Hotline, tentatively set for Friday, December 21%,
could be the last until Wednesday, January 16". (483 words; 3:53)

The Labor Department (www.bls.gov/cpi or 202/691-6994) reported November’s CPI-W is 205.8, an
increase of 0.8 percent from October’s 204.3. November’s index is 1.1 percent higher than the 2007
third quarter average base index of 203.6. For Federal Employee Compensation Act (FECA) beneficiar-
ies, who left federal employment due to on-the-job injuries or illnesses and whose COLAs are based on
the calendar year change in the CPI-W, November’s 205.8 is 4.4 percent higher than the December 2006
base of 197.2. December inflation data will be released January 16, 2008.

On Thursday, December 13, just before leaving town, the House cast its 1162™ roll call vote of the year.
On this vote the House passed (385-27 at http://clerk.house.gov/evs/2007/roll1162.xml) a third Con-
tinuing Resolution (or CR), House Joint Resolution 69, extending spending authority through Friday, De-
cember 21*. Senate passage came by unanimous consent amid a late night session. The additional week
allows Congressional leaders to craft a less expensive omnibus appropriations bill that the President may
sign or veto. The tax side of the government ledger is also behind schedule. The generally agreed upon
need to amend or patch the Alternative Minimum Tax (AMT) has the chambers, parties and branches at
odds with each other. While Congress fiddles, the IRS Commissioner, on behalf of millions of taxpayers,
burns. Also, there yet has been no agreement on 2008 Medicare reimbursement rates for doctors.

President Bush is to deliver his final State of the Union address to a joint session of Congress
on Monday, January 28. One week later, February 4, the final Bush Administration budget (for
fiscal year 2009) must, by law, be presented to the second session of the 110" Congress. The
President’s budget is his plan for tax and spending levels for the fiscal year that begins October
1, 2008.

For a limited time, the public can access the electronic version of the Almanac of American
Politics 2008. Very shortly, the publisher will allow access only to purchasers of the print edi-
tion ($74.95). The Almanac for 2008 provides detailed profiles of each Governor, Senator and
Representative. Federation and chapter legislative leaders should immediately review the mate-
rial for their state and congressional delegation. Act now, this limited time opportunity will be
made proprietary at ANY TIME.

« Spouses or survivors of those eligible to be, or who were eligible to have been, members
of NARFE;

« Civilian employees of any agency of the U.S. government, or of the government of the Dis-
trict of Columbia, who have reached optional retirement age, and their spouses;

» Federal civilian employees, who are subject to any of the civilian retirement programs of
the federal government; and
