That the North Carolina Legislature enact a NC Semirs Homestead Ac
whereby permanent resident seniors, without regardo income, who hav
reached the age of 70 and have lived in their honter five )()ears, paying Fed
eral and State taxes from that address and meet aheligibility standards, if
an%/, would hold in place the property tax assessmean their residence as it |
at the time they qualify, for as long as they liven their residence. Eligible par-
ticipants would be required to pay the prevailing ax rate.

The North Carolina Federation of Chapters of thisoNal Active and Retired Federal Employ-
ees (NARFE) and the North Carolina Senior Demotiassadopted this resolution. Other sen-
ior organizations have adopted a similar resoludidmave a similar resolution under considera-
tion. Permanent resident seniors have become a mdjsstry in North Carolina and have a
decisive role in determining who will hold publiffice. Eighty percent of seniors own their
homes and helping seniors to remain in their hdoreas long as they want and can care for
themselves is socially and economically desirable.

Permanent resident seniors pay more tax into tsieraythan they use of the infrastructure.
The longer seniors stay in their own home thedbasice there is of them needing public as-
sisted housing. Seniors do not stress the envinani@eniors are generous with volunteering
their time to church, social programs, health itesl and schools, all of which have value.
More recently, young seniors have become an imuqutat time work force in every commu-

nity. Even their golfing helps provide more grepace.

It is important that organizations representingsé@iors remind incumbent public office hold-

ers or those who seek public office, that permaresitient seniors over age 65 is the fastest
growing segment of the North Carolina populatiod apote in greater numbers than any other
age group. While the state spends millions of dol@urting firms to relocate to North
Carolina, retirees relocate without subsidy.

Permanent resident seniors living on a fixed incamedfaced with property tax appraisals that
are out of control. This is due in part by devetep®t paying the real cost of the impact of de-
velopment on the infrastructure. This deficit isngepassed on to the residential property tax
payer. Senior organizations must unify in an effogecure a fair and equitable treatment of our
permanent resident seniors and should continueotk for the passage of a North Carolina

Seniors Homestead Act.
